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Entry forms are available at www.samfordshowsociety.com.au, Samford Design & Copy Centre,
Slab Hut — John Scott Park Samford, Samford Variety Store or from the showground pavilion on
the day of entry.

All exhibitors must present their exhibits for judging by the appointed time and place. The
Chief Steward of the section shall have the right to change exhibits to the correct class or
disqualify if the entry does not meet the criteria.

The Judges’ decision in any section will be final. The Samford Show Society reserves the right to
declare no competition in any class if there are insufficient entries.

Ribbons/trophies and/or prizes will be awarded at the Judges’ discretion.

Whilst all reasonable care is taken, the Samford Show Society cannot accept responsibility for
any losses or damage to exhibits or any other property whilst it is on the Samford Show
Society’s Showground.

In the event of a dispute arising from the Rules or any other aspect of any competition, the
decision of the President, or President’s nominee, of the Show Society shall be final, and the
process of reaching a decision shall be in the absolute discretion of the President or President’s
nominee.

NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.
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Conditions of Entry

ALL EXHIBITS DELIVERED to the showgrounds pavilion: Friday 12th July 2019 between 3.30pm —
6.00pm together with an entry form. Pot plants may be brought in Thursday 11t July, between
4.00pm —6.00pm.

ENTRY FEES: $3 for 1 entry, $6 for up to 10 entries and $10 for 11 or more entries.

Cut flowers must be grown by the exhibitor. Entries are not judged on containers which should
be kept simple. Green glass bottles are available. Potted plants must be owned and grown by
exhibitor for at least six months.

Maximum of 3 entries per person, per class.

Exhibits must be accompanied by an entry form, additional forms are available from
www.samfordshowsociety.com.au and at the Samford Showground Pavilion on the day.

All exhibits that do not match the criteria will not be displayed.

COLLECTION OF EXHIBITS: Strictly between 4.00pm — 4.45pm on Sunday 14" July 20109.
Potted plants and floral art MUST be signed out by the stewards. Any exhibits not
collected by closing time on Sunday will remain the property of the Samford Show
Society.

One flower on a single stem with
foliage if any, no buds or laterals.

Cluster of flowers forming a large
flower.

Camelia — 1 bloom (formal, no
stamens)

stamens)

Camelia — 1 cut, multiple blooms
Exotic foliage — 1 cut

Gerbera — 2 blooms, single
Gerbera — 2 blooms, double
Annual, perennial or bulb — 3 cuts
Any other flower — 1 cut
